Medication: All essential/prescribed medication should be handed to the class teacher on the morning of the trip.

Spending/donation Money: There is a museum shop, so the children may bring a maximum of £2.50 in a named
purse or envelope should they wish to. The cost of the trip will be £10.90 per child, which is made up of entrance fee,
coach travel and insurance. This voluntary contribution can be made via the ‘My Child at School’ app.
