Top Tips

* Make some cards with number bonds to 100 eg 34 on one side and 66 on the other
shuffle the cards, read the number on top and say the matching number bond (check the
your answer on the reverse)

* Play Ping Pong with a partner: A says Ping 52 then B responds Pong 48

* Throw or bounce a ball with one person shouting a 2 digit number/decimal then throwing
the ball to their partner who shouts back the matching number bond

* Buy one get three free! If your child knows one fact (e.g. 0.7 + 0.3 = 1), can they tell you
the other three facts in the same fact family?
